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Our PBIS team has developed
a documented system that  is

integrated with the DoDea
Pol ic ies  and Regulat ions .
When a  problem behavior

occurs ,  students  are  provided
with a  ful l  continuum of
supports  to  address  the

behavior .  I f  students  do not
respond,  the intensity  of

support  increases .  



WHAT IS PBIS?

SCHOOL EXPECTATION MATRIX
It is a detailed description of behaviors that are expected in the common 
areas of the school. Each location in the school has different expectations 
and will be reflected in a poster that is displayed throughout the school. 

PBIS stands for Positive Behavior
Interventions and Supports. PBIS is an
approach to teaching and supporting
appropriate behaviors and meeting the
needs of ALL students. In PBIS, students
are taught behavior expectations and
procedures in the common areas of the
school such as the classroom, restroom,
lunch lines & tables, hallways & stairwells,
and outside. PBIS strives on being a
positive support system, where adults in
the school recognize good behavior and
decision making. PBIS in enforced by all
the adults in the building. 

HOW DOES IT WORK?
All students are taught the school
expected behaviors. When the students
demonstrate the expected behaviors they
are recognized by rewarding them with a
PAWBUCK. These PAWBUCKS can be
redeemed in the WMS PAW Store. 

DOES IT MAKE A DIFFERENCE?
THE PBIS framework is a research based
model that has been adopted by many
schools in the United States. Research
shows that schools who follow PBIS
recover thousands of hours of
instructional time.
